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Price movement for an impulsion phase starts with a seed in smaller time frames like the 15 min and 1 min, which then evolves into larger (fractal) representations of freely traded interactions within the Interbank market. 
Many people note the price turns that reflect the Fibonacci golden spiral because our order based on the wave principle exists everywhere in the universe, and actually makes sense as an “organizer” in Forex. 

It’s miraculous how supply and demand areas (which are identified by breaks away from the range), reflect Fibonacci ratios and we use base objects such a many candle clusters and triangles/tops to indicate potential price movement.
So we can use Fibonacci studies as a guide out from our impulsion and corrective (retracement) phases, but rely on the clear base object/consolidation range areas for our support becomes resistance impulsive phase identification.
We remember that the seed of the next impulsion phase will show itself in 15 min and 1 min, but we have to know the prevailing trend in Daily, track 4 hour and 60 min. wave counts, and link this progression positioning to 15 min and 1 min for our price turn range expansion and impulsion phase opportunity.

It’s fascinating how waves 2-4 trendlines go along with the 12345 impulsion phase, and price breaks when the corrective phase begins. Our knowledge of the corrective phase is important because if we can locate the end of a correction,  and find a seed in 15 (location) and 1 min (opportunity), we can find our impulsion phase. (
Here is an overall/comprehensive thought process for going from the Daily/overall trend chart all the way to the one minute chart.

On Daily chart, what phase is it Impulsive or corrective?

How about 4 hour?

Keep it simple. (
Draw in supply/demand lines and remember that support that becomes resistance is strong sentiment indicator.

This is the center of our currency pair study so take some time with larger time frame and note price levels as well as Fibonacci levels (use the same color as the range rectangle box). Draw the Fib. Range guidance system. Do Fib. Levels reflect price turns?

How about positive and negative currency pair correlations, DXY, COT for the base currency, possible news, favorite tech strategist articles, and the S and P. How about interest rate differential, Libor-OIS? Don’t get confused with fundamentals because price is our most objective indicator.

60 min. chart wave counts

Try to match 15 min. chart with 60 min price turns and identify the “market cycle” position. 

Impulsions are easy to recognize, and the break of our wave 2-4 trend line indicates the beginning of the corrective phase.

We use our wave principle rules to explain price behavior and let the previous pattern and corrective structure tell us where the cycle is. Take your time and lean on the wave principle  criteria. (
Use wave principle rules to identify larger time frame criteria, that will “transfer power” to smaller time frame setups. These price turns will show up as “seeds/base objects” in 15 min (squish and stretch if can’t distinguish price turns) and we have to link this study to our 1 min. candles to use these price turns (seeds/base objects) to build our Fib. Guidance system off the base objects ranges (0-50% bottom to top of the range) and extend our forecast from there. Each price break tells us we should be going along further, however, we use our 60 min/15 min wave counts as a guide because we want our 1 min. setups to coincide with real price turns. Then we can know where we are in the cycle. Does price reflect our Fib. Guidance system lines?

Are we aware of past significant price levels in 4 hour that have to be broken by price for supply/demand sentiment of the future?  ( How about any levels upon levels showing direction? The more time price stays at these levels the more strength building up, and how fast are the breaks out? This tells us buyer/seller strength. (
· Fast breaks from clusters/base object level tell us about buyer/seller sentiment …this is the moment that sets the golden spiral in motion…sometimes the breakout will retest so have a realistic stop limit...and when we use trend lines it shows us the impulsive phase then trend line break shows us the “progress” slipped out of gear from the spiral outward into the corrective phase.

So for our market cycle wave counts, and Fib. Guidance system…Any corn left on the cob? Any chicken left on the bone? Any room for impulsions in our progress?

· Check 60 min and 15 min price level clusters in the past, study wave principle criteria base on larger time frame momentum (Ex: are we in larger 5th wave or C wave?) (
· Can we identify the recent wave principle formation, and are we being patient to let the corrective phase complete when it will be clearest? Also if we are still “correcting”, check another currency pair that may be in the midst of a larger impulsion phase, and 15 min (location) and 1 min. (for opportunity)….Knowledge research and patience. (
· By way has the 50 EMA and price crossed in the direction of the prevailing trend? Interesting how this matches with price movement. Other than that, be careful of indicators, they are said to lag behind price, because only price tells the indicators what is going on, and too late to use…better as confirmation.
