We have to remember that those of us who know, love all kinds of people because we know how everyone really IS on the inside. That’s part of “knowing”. It really is.
We’re all good and important just for who we are. Some folks bother us into forgetting that we are extra terrestrial thinking beings who have an enlightened perspective about

people. The forest from the trees. Like someone who keeps history in perspective instead of letting emotionally charged political media upset things. We’re Everlasting peace. Mental Shift Collective. Leaping into a Whaz good mentality.

If it’s not my brotha’s brotha’s in Hiphop music, or something he and his can tolerate, we don’t wanna hear it either. Peace. (except ‘anything’ is o.k., depending on the circumstance of course. ‘under the conditions’)
It’s a spiritual movement, and it transcends the skin.
Haters go away.

Whaz good, for real. That’s how we be.

I am about respect for people. Lack of respect in Rap is where the conflict exists.

The gangsta rappers who know about the twin brotha tradition, no matter the story, there exists one that has been part of the past 20 years of rap or more. It’s the musicians who believe in the miracle and draw hope from it, and those who don’t. Then there’s everything else of course. We look forward to the new stuff that educates the people like the civil rights activists did in the 60’s and 70’s. It’s out there, that’s great. People need all the help we can get to understand what’s goin’ on in the world. 

B-ill fronts don’t respect the spiritual family connection. The point is that it’s not about the skin. That’s the point. They should not perpetuate the problem (polarity between people, and confusion) that humans deal with. Hate for hate sake ain’t cool to us. “Oblivion”. So the Brian haters that we mostly heard did not learn to respect the twin brotha miracle as being important. There is a new movement, that is really the same movement the elders say. Same thing as before. New faces. “Carry the torch”, the elders say. Some of the great rappers out there are former gangstas or current, but the rappers that I follow who went through maybe even worse than even the worst of the haters (a real B-ill?), say “keep those tunes goin man”! You got it brethren. Peace. Respect and health to the family. Peace through ART. 
I pray everyday for folks dealing with tough life situations. Not everyone gets to rap and make money. So prayers to all of us who need to learn that the lesson in most of our lives is to just be grateful for the simple things. Rest knowing that we have soldjahz in the filed that are representin’ big time. On the airwaves for all time. Big ups y’all. We have an attitude of gratitude.

The folks who don’t respect the twin brotha miracle created hatred, so other folks with compassion said, “hey, wait a minute”. “He’s o.k., we’re cool”. Oh, and it’s a  terrific creative topic to use as material for everything in ART. The guys say that a lot of people got involved, so they had to leave things alone, so that’s that for making a song with the guys for now. No problem, especially if the whole thing has a major significance in helping the world understand what’s going on in the “air’, and that folks need help to survive a life on this planet.

We don’t like the polarity, which means that hate for hate’s sake based on what someone else said breeds more hate, and then the people who are trying make a difference get wind of it, and the haters seem like “clowns in the industry” instead of “captains and leaders in the industry’. Peace.

So the reality, when having a perspective about the “B” game, is that lots of material is lots of topics and raps to all kinds of people. That’s the game. One group says one thing, another responds and it goes on and on, and provides all kinds of material. That’s good. The only thing we are saying is that, in this space camera reality, some folks are missing a key ingredient. Respect. It will show itself over time as things on this planet do, and especially with the internet in our lives. In the end through time, however, we are all dust. So, what did we stand for, and how can we carry on saying our peace. Onelove, respect to people for being people.
O.k., so watch out for Beezllbills that’s the devil in disguise to kill and destroy, The Lord rebuke that, sometimes we don’t realize why we are depressed and confused then we hear the haters around and have to say “no Beezllbill”. The Lord rebuke that. These Beezllbills are actually humans, so, they need to wish well on others and there’s less cause for stumbling. That’s some real stuff. 
So the world actually has common ground in all of our midst and in time, this will be realized.

Friends say that it’s time to for me to go work on somethings else, because this stuff is kind of said over and over again, but it helps us to express it, so “O.K. that’s it Byrene (Byron). “O.k. get safe you guys”. Early good. Pet B. ha..ha..ha…Like pet cats, dogs n hamsters n rabbits…Ha..ha..ha…just joking.

That’s good then. Respect, love and live. Oneworld people.
